OPRERATING DIRECTIONS

In Taylor 220/222

Setting Up

1. Remote Control for projector and VGA cable are stored in the closet/cabinet at the front of the room.

2. Plug VGA cable from computer into the Wall plate

a. Sound can also be run from computer to Wall plate

b. A network connection can also be made at this time between the computer and the wall plate designated for the network connection.

c. Power up computer

Turning on the Projector

1. Using the Remote Control for the projector – turn on the power by pressing the green On/Standby button.

2. The projector will automatically sense the computer signal – you do not have to toggle between displays.

Turning Off the Projector

1. Press the ON/Standby button on the Remote Control – HOLD FOR 5 SECONDS.  The projector will turn off and the fan will shut off automatically when cool.

2. PLEASE MAKE SURE PROJECTOR HAS COOLED DOWN AND THE FAN HAS TURNED OFF BEFORE TURNING THE PROJECTOR BACK ON
Additional Information
1. This projector will project in 640 x 480 and 600 x 800 resolution.  It will also do 1024 x 768 in a compressed mode which could result in some loss of signal.

2. When using a laptop computer – you will have to toggle the computer to send the display out to the projector.

a. Press the Fn key and the Function Key across the top of the keyboard that corresponds to the monitor.  This Function may have an icon that looks like a monitor or it may say LCD/CRT.

b. Repeating Step A will send the signal to both laptop screen and projector, laptop screen only, or projector only.
