Graduating seniors with a major in Spanish will write an essay which will give evidence of : (1) the ethical, moral, professional, and religious issues in the major field which need to be integrated into the Christian Faith or value system; (2) some ways in which faith integration might take place; and, (3) evidence of a recognition of the need for a commitment to the integration of faith and learning as a lifelong learning process.
