Goal 1:
Students will explore the theoretical foundations for and/or practical applications of the disciplines of communication and theatre arts.

The student will be able to:

	· Explain the essential components of the communication process and formulate strategies for potential listeners through prepared messages.


	In addition to completing course requirements for public address courses (COM, 1103, 2223, 3313, and 3351), students are expected to incorporate a knowledge of audience diversity in the successful presentation of prepared messages for classroom audiences. 



	· Participate with effective feedback and criticism in evaluating the oral communication assignments of peers.


	Students are expected to experience giving and receiving feedback following message presentations.

	· Examine dramatic literature as a basis for performances in acting and directing.

· Examine the influence of media upon societal changes and institutions.


	As a required dimension in the successful completion of specific courses that support evaluation of literature for performance (COM 3033, 3351. and THR 1023, 3033, 4023, and 4473), students are expected to:

follow appropriate criteria in choosing literature for public

performances and select and direct an approved dramatic script.



	· Experience speech writing to meet specific rhetorical ends of persuasion, entertainment, and information sharing.


	Students are expected to identify and explain specific influences that affect societal policies and institutions.

	· Experience theatre production activities involved in the preparation and performance of dramatic literature.


	

	· Apply communication knowledge and skills in professional work environments through internships and /or service projects.


	

	
	In addition to successful completion of oral communication course requirements, students are expected to prepare and present speeches to persuade, inform, and entertain.


Goal 2:
Students will confront the unique demands and problems associated with communicating interculturally.

	· Identify major forces and practices that influence communication efforts in many cultures.

	With their successful completion of courses in intercultural and interpersonal communication, students are expected to explain how communication in diverse settings reflects cultural norm and practices.



	· Explain requirements for presenting culturally sensitive messages.

	Students are expected to demonstrate cultural sensitivity while preparing and presenting formal public messages.

	· Discuss principles and effective practices for participation in interpersonal and small group settings of different cultures.


	In addition to successful completion of COM 3393 and 4953, students are expected to explain broad guidelines for communicating in interpersonal and small group settings in different cultures.



	· Demonstrate sensitivity in evaluating communication in public and interpersonal contexts.

	Students are expected to blend rhetorical principles with cultural sensitivity while hearing and evaluating messages and participating in interpersonal communication experiences. 


Goal 3:
Students will experience ethical decision making associated with responsible public and interpersonal communication.

	· Explicate standards for evaluating public messages.

· Apply ethical expectations to communication encounters in interpersonal and small group settings

· Discuss ethical implications of decisions made in public communication and theatre productions.


	In addition to completion of courses in public address, students are expected to identify and utilize traditional elements of successful message construction.

Students are expected to recall broad principles that should influence ethical exchanges of small group and interpersonal messages.

Students are expected to demonstrate sensitivity to public expectations while preparing public speaking assignments and in planning dramatic productions.
