	All students will complete a core of professional foundational courses in education with a grade not lower than “C” and with a program wide average of at least “B”.  

	· Identify current educational issues and trends and evaluate and implement sound educational practice.


	All students will complete a series of core courses consisting of a specialization and/or a cognate area with grades not lower than “C” and with a program wide average of at least “B”.



	· Attain proficiency in the areas of educational research and statistical analysis.


	All students will complete an educational research course with a grade not lower than “C” and with a program wide average of at least “B”.



	· Demonstrate a sound understanding of learning theories and become adept in applying them in classroom or administrative situations.


	All students will complete a core of professional foundational courses in education with a grade not lower then “C” and with a program wide average of at least “B”.

	· Develop the ability to investigate, analyze, and initiate curricular and instructional change and improvement.


	All students will satisfactorily complete a one-half day comprehensive examination consisting of responses to essay questions requiring application, analysis, synthesis and evaluation.



	· Become adept at using advanced educational technology in instruction and evaluation.


	All students will be offered the opportunity to enroll in advanced educational technology and will be given one question on the comprehensive examination.

	· Increase teaching expertise and general proficiency in instruction.


	All students will complete a series of courses consisting of a specialization and/or a cognate area with grades not lower than “C” and with a program wide average of at least “B”.



	· Become committed to engaging in professional growth and development on a continuing basis.


	A follow-up study of all persons who have completed the M>S> degree in Education during the past five years is completed on a bi-annual basis.  Alumni will be asked to evaluate the major degree program components and outcomes, and report on their relevance and appropriateness in relationship to their work in education.
