Today’s Matchup

The Southwest Baptist Bearcats are 1-1 in Mid-America
Intercollegiate Athletics play after defeating Missouri
Southern in Bolivar Saturday, 80-65.

The Washburn Ichabods are ranked No. 7 in the country
according to the National Basketball Coaches Association/
Division Il Bulletin poll. They are coming off an 80-71 victory
over Truman and are in the midst of a seven-game winning
streak this season.

WU leads the all-time series, 19-8. The last SBU win came
in 1996 when the Bearcats defeated WU, 83-77. The Ichabods
have won nine straight.

SBU’s Last Time Out

The Bearcats (5-5, 1-1) are coming off a 80-65 victory over
Missouri Southern on Saturday. SBU was led by David
Coutchie with 21 points. Coutchie made 11 of 12 free throws
for the Bearcats. Also scoring in double figures was Arthur
Trousdell (19) and Ashley McCormick (17).

SBU shot .471 from the field, .462 from the three-point
arc and .765 from the charity stripe on Saturday.

WU'’s Last Time Out

Washburn (10-1, 2-0) is coming off an 80-71 victory over
Truman on Saturday. The Ichabods were led by Ryan Murphy
with 20 points and 13 rebounds. Also scoring in double
figures was Manny Clifton (13), Alan Batiste (11) and Troy
Douglas (10). The ‘Bods shot .509 from the field and .438
from the arc on Saturday.

Last Monday, the Ichabods defeated Missouri Southern,
80-53.

SBU This Season

The men are led this season by Trousdell, who is
averaging 16.1 points per outing. He is also the lead
rebounder with 7.4 per contest. He is eighth in the MIAA in
scoring per game and second in the MIAA in blocked shots
(1.90 per game). Also scoring in double figures is Ryan Stock
(11.1), DJ. Hogue (11.1) and Coutchie (10.6).

SBU is shooting .465 from the field, .321 from the arc and
.742 from the line.

WU This Season

Leading Washburn this season is Murphy with 17.5 points
and 7.3 rebounds per outing. Clifton is also averaging in
double figures with 12.1 points per contest.

The Ichabods are .468 from the field, .320 from the arc
and .662 from the line.This season, Washburn is led by Walker
with 15.0 points per outing. She is also the leading
rebounder with 6.6 per game. The only other Lady Blue in
double figures is Goeglein, who is averaging 14.6 per contest.

They are first in the MIAA in scoring defense, field goal
